PANEL TOPIC: South Asia ‘Internet for Development’: Road towards Inclusion & Growth’
Time: 11:30 – 13:00

This plenary session will deliberate on the following thematic areas within the larger plenary theme and come out key concrete thoughts and actionable points.

· Internet for Public Service Delivery: Decentralization, Community Involvement & Participation

· Accessibility, Affordability and User Centric Internet Growth

· Status of Internet Infrastructure Growth 

· Internet for Development & Policy Requirements

· Using the Internet Model as a framework for development consultation, dialogue and participation:  The multi-stakeholder model

The entire panel and chair would be introduced by the Moderator (5 minutes) about the session, which will include the name of the Chairpersons, Panelists and so on. The moderator would also introduce the topic but would request the Chairperson to deliver Introductory Talk (5 minutes). Following the inspirational and introductory talk by the Chair, the Moderator would start First Round (30 minutes), ask one by one each of the panelists, beginning with the Co-Chair to put forward 3-5 points not exceeding 3 minutes for each of the panel. After each of the panel would have opined, Moderator would start the Second Round (30 minutes) and this will be posing 2-3 questions to each of the panelists. Moderator would then get into the Third Round (15 minutes), and invite questions from the floor. At last, in fourth Round (5 minutes), the Moderator would invite the Chairperson to close the panel by a consolidation talk of 3 minutes encompassing the discussion and the broad recommendations.

ROLE OF CHAIRPERSONS: Opening remarks on the topic for 5 minutes (strictly) and also prepares at least 4 major issues and queries around the topic of the panel.

ROLE OF CO-CHAIRPERSONS: Co-chairpersons role is to complement the Chair wherever necessary and do Closing Remarks consolidating the entire discussion at the end of the plenary session.
ROLE OF THE PANELISTS: Prepare your point of view which you can explain on the given topic for 2-3 minutes. Besides, be prepared to reply to questions and queries by the Moderator/Chair of the panel in at least 2-3 rounds of discussion.

TIME MANAGEMENT: First round 25 minutes, 2nd round 25 minutes, third round 20 minutes, last round goes to queries from audience – 20 minutes

Note: once the MC moves back to the podium area, this means there are only 3 minutes in total left for the session, and the session has to end.

BIOS: There will be no lengthy introductions of speakers or moderators/chair. Each person will be introduced only by their current title and affiliation.

5. Please prepare 2-3 recommendations based on your Panel Theme which could be regional level, national level, or even international policy specific

7. Please adhere to the time allocated to you so that the event can run smoothly and we are able to offer all speakers equal opportunity to speak
